Aquaculture provides many benefits to people, mostly
through access to alarge production of nutritious, high-
quality foods.

Su uranleri yetistiriciligi, gogunlukla besleyici, yiksek kaliteli
gidalarin buyuk bir Gretimine erigim yoluyla insanlara birgok
faydasaglar. Ancak, karasal tarimda oldugu gibi, su trtnleri
yetistiriciliginin de olumsuz gevresel etkilerivardir. En 6nemli
etkiler, dogal ekosistemlerin yogun bir sekilde ydnetilen
akuakultir ekosistemlerine donustirulmesiyle iligkilidir.
Ornegin, mangrov ormanlarinin karides yetistirmek igin
donusturilmesi, dogal yagsam alanlarinin buyk dlgtde
kaybina yol agmaktadir. Bu dénisumin yerli turler igin
onemli sonuglari vardrr ve daha yuksekkirlilik ve biriken
aliivyon yoluyla agik deniz ekosistemlerine zarar verebilir.
Buna ek olarak, su Urunleri yetistiriciligi faaliyetleri genellikle
yerel su kalitesini cesitli sekillerde bozar. Ornegin, atk yem
ve hayvandiskisinin ayristirimasi sirasinda bu gazin
tiketimesi nedeniyle oksijen konsantrasyonlarikabul
edilemeyecek kadar disuk konsantrasyonlara inebilir. Diger
etkiler, deniz organizmalari tarafindan kolonize edilmelerini
veya yenilmelerini 6nlemek amaciyla akuakiiltir kafeslerine
uygulanan toksik kimyasallarla iligkilidir. Yerelsular ve turler,
hayvan mahsullerini saglkl tutmak igin kullanilan ilaglarla da
kirlenebilir. Buna ek olarak, yerli oimayan tirler su trinleri
yetistiriciliginden kacarak yeni yagamalanlarina yerlesebilir
ve muhtemelen yerlitlrlerin yagsamalanlariyla rekabet
edebilir veya yasamalanlarini bozabilir.
