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Adjective Clause Explanation

An adjective clause is a group of words that describe
a noun or pronoun in a sentence. It gives extra
information about the noun, just like an adjective

does.

Adjective clauses usually start with words like who,

which, that, where, or when.

Here’s a simple formula:
Noun + Adjective Clause = More Details About the

Noun

For example:

1. The girl who/that _ is

my sister.

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Using Adjective Clauses with "When," "Where," and "Why"

1. "When" in Adjective Clauses

e "When" is used in adjective clauses to describe a time.

e |t provides more information about a time noun like day, year, moment, or occasion.

Examples:

e That was the day when we first met.
(Bu, (bizim)ilk tanistigimiz glindi.)

¢ | remember the moment when everything changed.
(Her seyin degistigi ani hatirliyorum.)

HIWhen | get up, | have a shower. Uyandigim zaman dus alirim.

2. "Where" in Adjective Clauses “ki orada” ...oldugu + yer

e "Where" is used in adjective clauses to describe a place.
e It gives more details about a place noun like city, house, park, or country.

Examples:

e This is the house where | grew up.
(Burasi, (icinde/ ki orada)blyudtigim evdir.)
¢ | know a café where we can relax.
(Dinlenebilecegimiz bir kafe biliyorum.)

3. "Why" in Adjective Clauses

e "Why" is used in adjective clauses to describe a reason.
e |t provides more details about a noun like reason.

Examples:

e This is the reason why | didn’t call you.
(Bu, seni neden aramadigimin sebebidir.)

e Do you know the reason why they canceled the event?
(Etkinligi neden iptal ettiklerini biliyor musun?)

1. Who: Used for people.
o Example: The man who lives next door is a doctor.
(Yan dairede yasayan adam bir doktordur.)
2. Which: Used for things or animals.
o Example: The car which broke down is mine.
(Bozulan araba benim.)
3. That: Used for people or things (more general).
o Example: I know a person that can help you.
(Sana yardim edebilecek birini taniyorum.)
4. When: Refers to a time.
o Example: Do you remember the day when we met?
(Tanistigimiz ginG hatirhyor musun?)
5. Where: Refers to a place.
o Example: This is the café where we first met.
(Burasi, ilk bulustugumuz kafe.)
6. Why: Refers to a reason.
o Example: This is the reason why | chose this career.

(Bu, bu kariyeri segmemin sebebidir.)
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"Whose" Adjective Clause'larda Kullanimi

"Whose", ingilizce'de "kimin" ya da "kiminki" anlamina gelen bir baglactir ve tamlayan (sahiplik) anlami tasir. Bir
isimden sonra gelerek, o isimle ilgili ek bilgi verir ve climleye aitlik (sahiplik) anlami katar. Bu tiir cimleler sifat
climlecigi (adjective clause) olarak adlandirilir.

“Whose", kendisinden sonra bir isim alir. Sifat climlecigi, ana climledeki bir isim hakkinda daha fazla bilgi verir.
