The American Ornithological Society, the
organization responsible for standardizing English
bird names across the Americas, announced
recently that it would rename all species honouring
people. ---- That means the Audubon’s shearwater, a
bird found off the coast of the south-eastern United
States, will no longer have a name acknowledging
John James Audubon, a famous bird illustrator and
a slave owner who adamantly opposed abolition.
